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SECTI ON 1 — PROGRAM MANAGEMENT AND M SSI ON CAPABI LI TES

101. Program Managenent. Al Navy bands and support activities
are centrally managed as part of the Navy Music Program Navy
Per sonnel Command ( NAVPERSCOM) ( PERS-4014) provi des personne
detailing, equipage, oversight, and technical assistance for the
Navy Miusic Program Funding (other than required from conmands
and organi zations requesting services) is also provided by
NAVPERSCOM ( PERS-4014) with the sole exception of the U S. Naval
Acadeny Band whi ch receives funding fromthe Superintendent, U S
Naval Acadeny, and the U S. Navy Band which receives funding from
the Chief of Naval Personnel.

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SECTI ON 3 - PERFORMANCE GUI DELI NES FOR U. S. NAVY BANDS
301. Ceneral. This information and gui dance pertains to
community rel ations, cerenonial, and honors presentations by
of ficial Navy bands.

302. Scope. This guidance applies to all activities and
commands desi gnated of ficial Navy bands.

303. Cuidelines for Presentation and Required Instrunentation

a. Cerenonial Presentation. Cerenonial units will perform
in appropriate formation and utilize the three-count manual - of -
instrunments and standard mlitary commands issued by the
conductor or drummgjor to formup, prepare-to-play, and to
assune positions of parade-rest, at-ease, and attention.
Cerenoni al bands (full) may begin and remain in parade formation
or step-off into open-rank concert formations. Units with fewer
menbers will stand-in-place in two or nore ranks. Conductors
wll be centered, six paces forward of the front rank.

(1) Wiile at parade-rest, conductors will retain batons
inright hands with left over right clasped hands centered
approximately two inches bel ow the belt buckle.

(2) The wearing of white uniformgloves is required for
conductors while performng in full-dress, regardl ess of rank.

b. Cerenonial Band Units. A full cerenonial band (23-piece
or larger) is to be used at every opportunity; however, where
circunstances prevent their use, a unit of at |east 15 or nore
menbers consisting of the following m ninuminstrunmentation (plus
conductor) will be used:

(1) Three percussionists and 11 other instrunentalists
consi sting of woodw nds, trunpets and | ower brass, of which one
will be a tuba or sousaphone.

(2) Recommended instrumentation for m ni num si zed
cerenonial units: four woodw nds, three trunpets, two tronbones,
one euphonium (an additional tronbone may be substituted), one
sousaphone or tuba, one snare drumer, one bass drummer, one
cynbal player (one bass drumer with nounted cynbal nay be
substituted for an additional woodw nd or brass instrunentalist),
and the conductor.

3-1 Encl osure (1)
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c. Use of Brass Quintets. Brass quintets, on occasion, nay
be used effectively to support limted types of cerenonies. They
are not authorized to render honors. M ninmuminstrunmentation or
| arger cerenonial units only will render honors. Brass quintets
will not be used as an "additional" cerenonial band. The
followi ng restrictions apply:

(1) Used for indoor cerenonial events only where the site
is too snall to accommvbdate a cerenoni al band.

(2) Qutdoor brass quintet performances will be limted to
smal | concert/recital series-type events only. Brass quintets
wi || not perform any outdoor cerenonial events.

Not e: Conbos, rock/jazz units, and simlarly small "specialty"
ensenbles will not performthe National Anthem or render honors.

304. Parade/ Marchi ng Bands. All-Hands Parade bands will be
utilized wherever possible; however, mninumsize parade bands
wi Il consist of the full cerenonial band (23 nenbers) plus a Drum
Maj or. The cerenonial band unit | eader (Bandmaster) will march
on the band's right flank, except on those occasions when the
reviewing stand is located on the band's left flank. Wile
five-colum units are preferred, a mninum sized parade band w ||
formin four colums by six ranks (five full ranks, the sixth
rank consisting of nmenbers in the first and fourth colums only
(a total of 22 nmenbers)). The Bandmaster and Drum Maj or account
for the 23rd and 24th nmenbers respectively.

305. Performance of DOD Honors and Cerenonial Miusic. Many types
of material require specific instrunmentation and proper
presentation to be perfornmed correctly, both nusically and with
appropriate dignity and respect. The following lists genera
guidelines. Refer to U S. Navy Regul ati ons and Mari ne Corps
Drill & Cerenonies Manual for additional guidance.

a. Nati onal Ant hem

(1) The official DOD version of the National Anthemw ||
only be perfornmed by the follow ng units/soloists. This applies
to the U S. anthemat all tinmes and to foreign anthens when
performed on cerenonial occasions or for rendering honors:

(a) Concert band/ Wnd ensenbl e.

(b) Cerenonial band.
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(c) Brass quintet (indoor events only).

(d) Vocal ensenbl e/chorus with SATB capability;
a capella or wwth cerenoni al band or piano acconpani nent.

(e) Solo vocalist; a cappella or with cerenonial band
or piano acconpaninment. Non-MJ, or civilian vocalists are
authorized to performthe anthem a capella, or the DOD version
with the cerenonial band at the discretion of the Bandnmaster.

(f) Sol o piano.

(2) The U.S. anthemw || always be played in its entirety
and not as part of a "nedley."

(3) For on-site cerenony "rehearsals,” the band w ||
sound and hold a chord in lieu of perform ng the anthem unless
all in the cerenonial area are prepared to stop and cone to
attention while the anthemis pl ayed.

b. Honors. Mninmumor |arger cerenonial bands will perform
honors (ruffles & flourishes with appropriate march).

c. Wile no simlar restrictions apply to honors marches
(i.e., Hail to the Chief, Admral's/General's March) when not
pl ayed to render honors (w thout ruffles & flourishes), as well
as Service Songs and the Navy Hy€”m, they too will be perforned
Wi th appropriate dignity. These pieces may be perfornmed by the
unit assigned and they may be abbreviated (for dining-in and
di ni ng-out "toasts," etc.).

306. Unifornms. Al official U S. Navy bands performin
appropriate mlitary uniforns prescribed by U S. Navy Uniform
Regul ations. Exceptions to this policy, other than those |listed
below, will not be granted.

(1) Gvilian clothes or non-uniformitens worn with
unifornms (i.e., command shirts, jackets) are not authorized for
uni t-wear when performng for public events or "other" commands
or activities. On occasion, the Bandnaster may authorize
civilian clothes/unit apparel for parent comrmand inform
soci al -events such as:

(a) Shipboard steel beach picnics.

(b) Command parties where the only attendees are
within their command (includi ng spouses/ guests).

3-3 Encl osure (1)
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(c) The wearing of civilian attire is deenmed nore
appropriate by the operational commander and Bandnaster.

Note: The term "parent conmand” refers to only that command to
whi ch the band is attached for operational purposes.

(2) Changes into costunes as a part of an overall concert
used to enhance the presentation of "show' material or "skits"
are authorized. The presence of costunes should be for a purpose
readi ly apparent to the audience, short in duration, and worn by
"spotlighted" perforners only. These itens are to be worn as
costune changes; not in lieu of appropriate uniforms. Costune
exanpl es include, but not limted to, "period" unifornms to
enhance patriotic presentations and props/outfits associated wth
1940s/ 1950s-era presentations.
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SECTI ON 4 - SELECTI ON OF THE COVVANDI NG OFFI CER/ LEADER,

401. Ceneral. The U. S. Navy Band is the Navy's prem er nusical
or gani zati on.

402. Scope. This information applies to all conponent

organi zations of the Departnent of the Navy (DON) associated wth
nom nati ng, screening, selecting, and assigning Bandnasters
(designator 6430) to this Presidential-support billet.

403. Tour length. The Commandi ng O ficer/Leader, U S. Navy Band
is assigned a 4-year tour of shore duty with the possibility of
two 1-year extensions.

404. Eligibility Requirenments. The position of Commandi ng

O ficer/Leader, U S. Navy Band is the Navy's seni or Bandnmaster
billet (G). The officer who, at the tine of vacancy, is the
nost suitable and nost qualified in all respects wll be selected
to fill this position. Applicants nust neet the follow ng

requi renents:

a. Be a lieutenant commander or above serving on active duty
as a Limted Duty Oficer Bandmaster (designator 6430).
